Credit on a Standards-Based Transcript

· Credit is granted upon course completion of content standards at a D level (unsatisfactory) or above.  No credit is given for an “F”, or a “WF” (Withdraw Failure) and a zero will be calculated into the G.P.A.  Credit is assigned at the end of the each semester.  
· A student may receive an “I” (Incomplete) due to extenuating circumstances.  District Board policy on allows two calendar weeks into the following semester to complete the work to earn credit for the course.  
Homework

Teachers have the opportunity to coordinate the amount of homework students are expected to complete on any given day.  Assignments are intended to foster academic learning, self-discipline, independence, and responsibility.  Encourage students to complete their work.  Discussing their work helps them develop a positive attitude about learning, especially when learning something new or difficult.  IN MOST CASES POOR GRADES ARE A RESULT OF MISSING ASSIGNMENTS.

Excused/Board Policy - Students with excused absences shall be granted two calendar days to make up work for each day absent.  Students will receive full credit for make-up work.  Make-up time granted for work assigned prior to an absence will be at the discretion of the teacher.  Time allowed for make-up work may not extend beyond the end of the grading period except by special permission of the school administration.  Students with prearranged absences must make arrangements prior to the absence for completing make-up work.  Only students with extended, excused absences (3 or more days), and/or suspensions will be allowed to collect homework through the office.  A 24-hour notice for homework collection is necessary to ensure accuracy.  

Unexcused - It is at the teacher’s discretion whether to accept late learning activities and/or assessments due to an 

unexcused absence.  
ATTENDANCE
Per Board Policy: JH 
(January 2009 - at the time this document went to the printer, the School Board was revising the attendance policy.  Please refer to the 




school district website for the most current policy on attendance)
Parents/Guardians shall be required to furnish an explanation for student absenteeism either in writing, email, or orally.  Absences not explained within TWO calendar days after returning to school shall be recorded as unexcused absences unless unusual or extenuating circumstances exist, as determined by the principal and/or assistant principal.  A program called Parent-Link will automatically call the primary contact number when a student is tardy or absent from one or more classes for that particular day.

Silver Creek High School believes good attendance is critical to academic success.  When a student misses class, he/she misses a learning opportunity which cannot be recaptured.  No single factor interferes with a student’s academic progress more quickly than extended absence.

Students are to remain on school grounds at all times during school hours unless they have an “Authorization to Leave Campus” form on file at the school.   If a student is on school grounds when they should be in class attendance, a trespassing ticket may be issued by the school Resource Officer.
The building principal and/or assistant principals MAY grant excused absences for the following reasons:

· Absences caused by illness or injury or physical, mental or emotional disability.

· Serious illness or death in the family.

· Family emergencies or hardship.

· Absence required by a legal agent (court, juvenile authorities or police).

· Educational experiences when prearranged with the school administration.

· Family vacations when prearranged with the school administration.  (Attendance records and academic performance will be taken into consideration.) 

Although we do not support or encourage extended absences from school, we recognize there are times when it may be unavoidable.  It is very important to understand that the school principal may deny any excused absence if the student has poor attendance and/or there is a failure to notify the school in advance of an absence.

If you anticipate your student will miss more than two days of school, you must notify the school in advance by completing a pre-arranged absence form prior to leaving.

Also students must communicate with their teachers and secure homework for the period of their absences.  Completed work must be turned in to the teachers immediately upon return.  Failure to comply with these expectations may result in loss of credit and failure of the course.  Additionally, students with more that 10 consecutive instructional days of unexcused absences may be withdrawn from school.

Unexcused Absence Policy

At the third unexcused absence, the teacher will make a reasonable effort to contact the parent/guardian, informing them of the attendance policy and current status of the student.  At the fifth unexcused absence, the teacher will email administration, counselor and attendance clerk the name(s) of student(s) meeting this criteria.  The attendance clerk will then mail a notice home.  Administration will follow through with dropping the student if the teacher recommends it.
UNEXCUSED ABSENCES

5 UNEXCUSED ABSENCES MAY RESULT IN THE STUDENT BEING DROPPED FROM THE COURSE.  
· If the 5 unexcused absences occur the first 10 days (for a semester course), the student may be dropped.

· If the 5 unexcused absences occur after the first 10 days (for a semester course), the student may receive a Withdraw Failure (WF) per administration approval.  A “WF (Withdraw Failure) means a zero will be calculated into the G.P.A. and will appear on the student’s transcript.
· If this situation occurs for a student who is under 17 years old, he/she is required by law to continue to attend the class but will receive no credit (NC) and a “WF” (Withdraw Failure) and a zero will be calculated into the G.P.A. and recorded on the student’s transcript.   Judicial proceedings may commence if unexcused absences continue to accrue.

· If this situation occurs for a student who is 17 years or older, he/she may be removed from the class with no credit (NC) and will receive a “WF” (Withdraw Failure) and a zero will be calculated into the G.P.A and recorded on the student’s transcript. 

Tardiness 

A student is tardy (unexcused) is he/she arrives without a proper excuse after the scheduled time that a class begins.  Students are expected to be on time for school and each class.  Students arriving after 7:15 A.M. or leaving early must sign in and out in the attendance office.  Parents must notify the attendance office in these situations.

3 UNEXCUSED TARDIES EQUALS ONE UNEXCUSED ABSENCE.

A TARDY PAST THE FIRST 15 MINUTES WILL BE RECORDED AS AN UNEXCUSED ABSENCE.
DISCIPLINE AND STUDENT BEHAVIOR
Discipline per Board Policy: JICH-R: District Discipline Code

The St. Vrain Valley School District supports discipline codes which define standards of conduct.  Education proceeds effectively with fair, consistent discipline.  Positive discipline promotes the development of self-discipline as a lifelong skill.  It creates a safe climate conducive to the learning process and free from unnecessary disruptions.  

To ensure the best educational environment for all students, the principal or the person serving in that capacity may take disciplinary measures including, but not limited to: enlisting parental assistance in enforcing rules, imposing detention, excluding from special or extra/co-curricular activities, requiring restitution for theft, damage or destruction of school or personal property, suspending from school or recommending additional suspension by the Superintendent or expulsion by the Board of Education.   A copy of the discipline code will be sent home for review.  Copies are also available in each school office. 

Building Rules

Respect yourself and others.  Rules are not made to confine students, but to assure a positive and safe learning environment for everyone.  Below are the rules that the SILVER CREEK staff believes to be the most important.  The list is not inclusive and other rules (District, Building, & Classroom) apply to all students. 

1. All teachers, aides, staff members, and adult volunteers are to be treated courteously by students and vice versa.  Insubordination and/or disrespect to any adult will not be tolerated. 

2. Any behavior that is disruptive to the educational process will not be tolerated.  Any action that takes away learning time from other students is not acceptable.

3. Vandalism or damage of school property will require restitution or repair.  The care of all text and library books issued to the student is his/her responsibility and restitution is required for damaged or lost books.

4. During normal hours of operation, students are to be in their assigned class.  Students are expected to arrive on time, and are not allowed to leave the premises until the end of the day, unless an “Authorization to Leave Campus” form is on file.

5. Students arriving early may wait in the front lobby.  Students should use assigned entrances and exits.  Students may stay after school to participate in supervised activities.  As a general guideline, an adult should supervise students at all times.  Loitering is not permitted.

6. Students are to bring only those items directly related to activities of his/her class.  The school is not responsible for items that are confiscated, lost, or stolen.  

7. Dangerous items such as: Matches, Lighters, Knives, Weapons, Fireworks, Explosives, are prohibited at school, and their possession could lead to expulsion.

8. Tobacco products, alcohol, and drugs are prohibited at school, and their possession and use could lead to suspension and expulsion.

9. Students are expected to solve their disagreements in ways other than fighting, bullying, or name-calling.  Please seek out a teacher, counselor, or administrator for assistance with conflict mediation if needed.

10. Violation of criminal law which has an immediate effect on the school or on the general safety or welfare of students, or staff  (i.e.: Streaking) will result in appropriate and progressive disciplinary actions.
11. Students who have time release must either leave campus or work in the commons.  Students with time release may not loiter in the building.

DEFINITIONS OF DISCIPLINARY INFRACTIONS
These examples are not the only acts or conditions for which suspensions or expulsions are warranted, nor do they in any way limit this Code of Conduct.

1.
Arson:
Causing or attempting to cause damage by fire, smoke, or explosives or incendiary devices of any type, to any property, real or personal, owned or leased by the District, including vehicles.

2.
Assault on a School Employee:
Any assault as defined in the Colorado Criminal Code as amended from time to time.
3.
Automobile Misuse:  The act of driving on the school grounds in a careless or reckless manner, speeding or illegal parking.

4.
Bus Misconduct:   The act of jeopardizing the welfare, safety and rights of bus drivers, fellow passengers and others while loading, unloading or riding the bus and similar inappropriate behaviors as described in JICC-R. 
5.
Controlled Substance:
A controlled substance includes but is not limited to alcohol, marijuana, narcotic drugs, hallucinogenic or mind-altering/mood altering drugs or substances, amphetamines, barbiturates, stimulants, depressants, anabolic steroids, any other substances defined as "controlled substances" by state and federal law, or any prescription or nonprescription drug, medicine, vitamin, homeopathic substance, or other chemical substances not taken in accordance with the Board policy and regulations on administering medicines to students.

6.
Computer Misuse:  Violation of the computer use agreement or other uses of District-owned computers. Violating school, classroom or teacher rules and directions. 

7.
Dangerous Weapons:  The act of possession, using or threatening to use any object, device, instrument, material or substance whether animate or inanimate, used or intended to be used to inflict bodily injury.  Included in this definition is any gun, including B-B or pellet type, or firearm (loaded or unloaded, working or not working) as more fully defined in JICI.
8.
Defiance of Authority/Insubordination:  The willful failure to respond or carry out a reasonable request by authorized school personnel.


a.
Unauthorized Petitions - The act of presenting petitions which contain obscenities, libelous statements and which are not within the bounds of reasonable conduct.


b.
Unauthorized Sale or Distribution - The act of selling or distributing or attempting to sell or distribute any object or substance which has not been authorized for sale or distribution by the building principal to any person on school property.


c.
Unauthorized Student Protest - The act of protesting which results in the disruption of the normal educational process.

9.
Disrespect:  To insult, call derogatory names, dishonor, or in any other manner abuse verbally, in writing, or in any form, a member of the District staff, official visitors to school property or student body.
10.
Extortion:  The act of extortion or borrowing or attempting to borrow any money or things of value from a person in the school unless both parties enter in to the agreement freely and without the presence of either an implied or expressed threat.
11.
Fighting:  Participating in hostile physical contact.
12.
Fireworks/Explosives:  The act of possession, using or threatening to use any fireworks, explosives or other such instruments capable of inflicting bodily injury.
13.
Food Fight/Throwing of Food:  The act of throwing food on or near school property.

14.
Forgery/Lying/False Reporting:  The act of falsely using, in writing or verbally, the name of another person, or falsifying time, dates, grades, addresses, or other data on school forms.  Additionally, the fact of initiating a fire alarm or initiating a report warning of a fire or an impending bombing or other catastrophe without just cause.   And, the act of falsely reporting incidents, or making false accusations or giving false testimony, to school personnel which would affect the welfare of others.

15.
Gambling:  The act of betting for money or valuables.
16.
Graffiti:   The act of willful defacing of property belonging to the school district or others. 
17.
Guns/Firearms:   See Dangerous Weapons
18.
Habitual Disrupter - Expulsion:
A student who has been suspended 3 times during the course of the school year for causing a material and substantial disruption in the classroom, on school grounds, on school vehicles, or at school activities or events, because of behavior that was initiated, willful and overt on the part of the student as more fully set forth in Policy JK-R.

19.
Harassment/Discrimination:  To insult, to call derogatory ethnic names, to dishonor, or in any other manner, abuse verbally, or in writing including negatively imitating physical mannerisms of any member or any person based on their race, color, national origin, religion, sex or handicapping condition.

20.
Inciting Others:  By words, acts, or deeds giving encouragement to demonstrations or protests which disrupt the normal educational process of the school.  This would include any “gang” activity within the school.
21.
Loitering:  The act of being in or about any school building, or in specifically restricted areas of a school building or campus at unauthorized times or without the specific authorization of the school’s personnel.
22.
Obscene Conduct/Language:  The act of offending commonly recognized standards of propriety, health or safety. This includes the act of using obscene or profane language in verbal, physical or written form or in pictures, caricatures or obscene gestures on any school property.  

23.
Physical Assault:  Aggressive, hostile physical contact with students, school employees or any person.   The act of physically assaulting any person on or off school grounds, including any activity under school sponsorship.

24.
Robbery:  Knowingly taking anything of value from a person or from the person or presence of another by the use of force, threats, or intimidation.

25.
Scholastic Dishonesty:  The act of cheating on any test, quiz, or class assignment, or plagiarism of another’s work or workproduct, or the unauthorized collaboration with another person in preparing any written work or workproduct submitted as the work of one student.
26.
Sexual Assault:
Any willful inappropriate physical contact with others which is of a sexual nature, including without limitation, touching of another’s intimate parts or the clothing covering another’s intimate parts, (as defined by the Colorado Criminal Code); and including all forms of unlawful sexual behavior as set forth in the Colorado Criminal Code to include sexual assault of the first, second, and third degree, as well as sexual assault on a child.
27.
Tardiness:  The act of lateness to school, class, homeroom, or any other part of the student’s schedule.
28.
Theft:
The act of taking or acquiring the property of others without their consent.
29.
Threatening:  The act of verbally, in writing or by gesture threatening the well-being of any person on school property or en route to or from school.
30.
Tobacco - Use/Possession:   The act of possession or using tobacco on or off school property.
31.
Trespass:  The act of entering or remaining unlawfully in any school building or grounds including unlawful gatherings that disrupt the educational process.
32.
Truancy:  The act of unauthorized absences for any portion of the school day, class, study hall, or any other part of the school day.
33.
Vandalism-School Property:  The act of willful destruction of property belonging to the St. Vrain Valley School District.  This shall also include tampering with or causing the discharge of any sprinkler system or other apparatus installed in a school building for the prevention of fire or for the safety of the school population or school property.
34.
Vandalism-Other:  The act of willful destruction of property belonging to others.
35.
Violations of Policy JICA, Dress Code:  Inappropriate attire as defined by Policy JICA.

36.
Violations of Colorado Revised Statute:  18-7-801  
It is considered a criminal invasion of privacy to “knowingly take photographs of another’s intimate parts, without that person’s consent, in a situation where the person has a reasonable expectation of privacy.” This would apply to, among other situations, the use of a camera phone in a locker room.

STUDENT DRESS CODE
Failure to comply with the following regulations may result in appropriate and progressive disciplinary actions, such as being requested to wear a cover-up T-shirt, being sent home to change clothes, to remove injurious or obscene items, or being suspended for not abiding with these guidelines (i.e.:  suspension for insubordination)

Student Dress  File:JICA (Revised 2/9/2005)
A safe and disciplined learning environment is essential to a quality educational program. District-wide standards on student attire are intended to help students concentrate on schoolwork, reduce discipline problems, and improve school order and safety. The Board recognizes that students have a right to express themselves through dress and personal appearance; however, students shall not wear apparel that is deemed disruptive or potentially disruptive to the classroom environment or to the maintenance of a safe and orderly school. Any student deemed in violation of the dress code shall be required to comply with this policy and the school’s individual standards by changing into appropriate clothing (or making arrangements to have appropriate clothing brought to school immediately), to remove the paraphernalia, or modify the appearance of the hair. If the student takes such actions to be in compliance, there shall be no further penalty for that offense.  If the student cannot promptly obtain appropriate clothing, on the first offense, the student shall be given a written or verbal warning and an administrator shall notify the student’s parents/guardians. The student may be held out of class or classes at the discretion of the administrator. On the second offense, the student shall remain in the administrative areas of the school for the day to do schoolwork and a conference with parents/guardians should be held prior to the student’s return to class or classes to clarify the District and school’s expectations with respect to dress and appearance.  Missed classes due to a second dress code offense will be considered similar to a suspension with regard to the student making up missed school work. On the third offense, the student may be subject to suspension or other disciplinary action outlined in the school discipline code.

Violations of Student Dress Code

The following items are deemed disruptive to the classroom environment or to the maintenance of a safe and orderly school and are not acceptable in school buildings, on school grounds/property, or at school activities:

· Any clothing or accessory that presents a reasonable threat or hazard to the safety of others in a school environment, e.g. sharp jewelry, some chains, etc.

· Sunglasses and/or hats worn over the eyes inside the building.

· Clothing that bares or exposes traditionally private parts of the body including, but not limited to, the stomach, buttocks, back & breasts.

· Students are required to wear appropriate footwear to ensure the safety and health of the student and others while on District property.

· Any clothing, paraphernalia, grooming, jewelry, accessories, or body adornments that are or contain any advertisement, symbols, words, slogans, patches, or pictures that:

• Refer to drugs, tobacco, alcohol, or weapons

• Are of sexual nature

• By virtue of color, arrangement, trademark, or other attribute denote affiliation with gangs or which advocate drug use,  violence, 
illegal activity, or disruptive behavior which is detrimental to the safety and welfare of other students

• Are obscene, profane, vulgar, lewd, or legally libelous

• Threaten the safety or welfare of any person

• Otherwise disrupt the teaching-learning process

• May be considered harassment or offensive to an individual in any manner
Exceptions and Additions

Building principals may develop and adopt school-specific dress codes containing additional or specific criteria for student dress provided that such school standards are consistent with this policy.  In addition, principals may identify certain events or occasions for which the dress code may be suspended or modified, e.g. pep assemblies, prom, spirit days, attendance at after school events, etc.   Certain school uniforms, e.g. athletic uniforms, cheerleading uniforms, band uniforms, etc. approved by the principal may be exempted from the policy.
St. Vrain Valley School District Network – VRAINNET
Terms and Conditions for Access : File EHC*-R Approved 9/27/1995
The St. Vrain Valley School District network has been developed to enable staff members to collaborate and exchange district-related information and to provide effective access to The Internet for staff and for student learning experiences.  Access to this network is a privilege being provided by the Board of Education; it is neither a right of employment nor a right earned simply by being a student in one of St. Vrain Valley’s schools.  Network access is made available to a staff member or student when facilities permit, and usage is subject to the terms and conditions contained herein.  A student or staff member who does not abide by these terms and conditions will be disallowed access and usage.

How to gain access

Only Board members and employees of the District and students enrolled in the District may apply for access.  To do so, one must read this document and complete the appropriate application at the end of this document.  That application is then submitted to the office of the Supervisor of Information Technology at the Clover Basin Educational Support Center, 2929 Clover Basin Drive, Longmont, Colorado 80503.  Submitted applications will be approved, denied, or held for future review.

Denial will be based upon either lack of eligibility on the part of the applicant or upon some prior infraction of these terms and conditions (e.g., "network hacking" which occurred prior to application).  Applications are held for future review when installed facilities restrict the district’s ability to approve an application (i.e., the applicant’s school is not yet connected to the network and modem access is impractical).

Under normal circumstances, each applicant will be notified within two weeks of receipt of her/his application of the status of that application.

Rules of use
1.
The network and the District’s Internet connection may not be used to access, download, store, and/or distribute any 

material (text, graphic, photo, audio) which is (or which contains material which would be classified as) defamatory, 

abusive, untrue, obscene, profane, threatening, or sexually explicit. 

2.
The network may not be used in any fashion which results in violation of District policy or city, county, state, or federal law.  Federal copyright regulations are of a particular concern.  Each user is responsible for knowing and abiding by his/her obligations and restraints within the law and District policy.

3.
A user must keep all network access numbers and passwords confidential.  One may not share his/her password or a system access phone number with another person, even if the person is an approved network user.

4.
The District accepts no liability or other responsibility for costs related to long distance phone calls, commercial services accessible on the Internet, flat or metered surcharges, or any other costs which might be related to use of the Internet.  Individual users are not to incur charges which may in any fashion be invoiced to the District.

5.
No user is permitted to use the network to promote illegal or immoral behavior or activity nor to promote actions which violate school district policy and adopted procedures.

6.
The District network may not be used for mere entertainment, games, real-time chat groups unrelated to instructional activities, personal gain, nor any commercial enterprise.  It exists only for communication and access to valuable educational information.

7.
Users must realize that e-mail and other communications via the network are not guaranteed to be private.  In the performance of regular system maintenance and management activities, system operators employed by the District may have occasional need to view and even delete materials being transmitted by network users.  The District reserves the right to examine and/or purge stored files at any time.

8.
Users are not permitted to access certain programs and services available on the network without prior authority granted by the program Supervisor.  Only those whose role requires access and who are granted relevant passwords are permitted to use such services.  Users found experimenting with passwords to enter a restricted service will be denied continued use of the network.

9.
Users shall not interfere with or in any way damage the data, programs, files, or network use of another approved network user.

10.
Users shall not attempt to use a password, e-mail name, or Internet address which has been assigned for use by another person.

11.
An employee-user or Board/committee-user who becomes aware of a network security issue is obligated to report it to the Supervisor of Information Technology and to no one else.  This includes any problem such as access by an unapproved user, sharing of a password by any user, a software flaw which enables unapproved access, etc.  A student-user shall report such issues to his/her teacher, and the teacher will report it to the Supervisor.

12.
Neither the District nor our Internet access provider (Colorado SuperNet) accepts any responsibility for material which is accessible on Internet nor for improper use of our network or the Internet by anyone accessing either by use of a district site or district phone line.  Although the District will seek to exclude improper use, each user is liable for his/her own actions.

13.
The National Science Foundation Network and other organizations and institutions including numerous universities and libraries have rules for access and use of their services and facilities on the Internet.  All VrainNet users will honor and abide by those rules.

14.
An employee-user whose employment with the District is discontinued for any reason shall notify the Supervisor of Information Technology at least two weeks before employment is terminated.  That may be accomplished via e-mail.

15.
Student-users will be purged from the system when they graduate or otherwise depart from the District.  Schools are responsible for keeping the Supervisor informed when student-users discontinue their status as students.

16.
Committee or Board members who are licensed users will be purged from the system whenever that service to the District is discontinued.

Costs of use

The school district network and Internet access are paid for by the school district.  Excluding some voluntary cost-sharing with individual schools to network certain sites, there are no network costs being charged to schools or individual users.  However, there are commercial services available on the Internet.  Any user who incurs cost for the access of such services is personally responsible for payment of all such costs.  Also, although the District has established means for legitimate users to dial into our network from outside the District, the District assumes no responsibility for hardware or software needed at the user’s location nor for any long distance phone charges incurred by such activity.

Denial of use and other legal action

Any action/activity which, in the opinion of the program supervisor after appropriate investigation and a meeting with the user, constitutes a violation of these terms and conditions for network and Internet access, or a subsequent revision of these terms and conditions, shall be cause for termination of that user’s rights to continued use of the network and the district’s Internet system.  Termination shall be immediate.  Should a user’s access be terminated based upon violation of these terms and conditions, said person may appeal that decision with the Assistant Superintendent of Instruction.  The Assistant Superintendent of Instruction may decide to support termination or to refer the decision to the Information Technology Advisory Committee for a recommendation of action.

Should the misuse of the District network and/or Internet include an action or actions which are punishable under city, state, or federal law, denial of network use and Internet access will constitute only the first step of action against a former network user.  For instance, if software theft is suspected, evidence will be turned over to law enforcement officials.  If corruption of District data or other sabotage is suspected, the District may seek prosecution.

Responsibilities of the district

The St. Vrain Valley School District administration and Board of Education intend to continue to develop and improve the district’s wide-area network and its connection through NCBOCES to the Internet.  These systems should support the communication and information needs of our staff and students.  However, there is no guarantee that there will be: a) no interruptions in service, b) no drops in performance, nor c) a continuation of funding to support the network.  Also, the District makes no warranties, express or implied, that software installed on any user station or network server or any hardware or wiring installed by the District will provide the functions or performance expected by any user nor that data available on the network is error-free.

Furthermore, the District is neither equipped to nor funded for the provision of network services to its communities.  While such cooperative endeavors may hold great potentials, any consideration of such proposals must hinge upon adequate funding to establish and maintain such services.

Responsibilities of the user

Each licensed user is responsible for using the network and its resources responsibly and in a manner which complies with the aforementioned rules.  A user is responsible for all of his or her actions on the network and on Internet.  Application for and acceptance of a license acknowledges and accepts that liability.

In the case of a student who is granted a license to use the District’s network and Internet access, a parent must agree to accept responsibility for any action said student takes while using these resources.  That responsibility extends to any resultant financial or other legal liability, to the extent permitted and limited by Colorado law.
STUDENT HEALTH
Health Services

Limited health services are available through our school.  A health clerk is in the building part time.  During the remaining time, office staff handles all health problems.  It is ESSENTIAL that we have the following information on file in case of illness or emergency:

· Current telephone numbers where parents/guardians may be reached.

· Names and telephone numbers of relatives or friends who should be contacted when parents are not available.

· Name and telephone number of family doctor.

· Please give the office-updated information when changes are made.

Illness
If a student becomes ill in school, the student should report to the office with a signed pass from the teacher.  If the student is too ill to remain at school, a parent will be contacted.  In all cases where the nature of an illness or an injury appears serious, the parent or guardian shall be contacted if possible.  In extreme emergencies, arrangements may be made for a student's immediate transportation to a hospital whether or not the parent or guardian can be reached.
Immunization

All students must be immunized to attend school in Colorado.  No application for admission shall be complete without a certificate of immunization or a completed exemption form.  Requirements for a certificate of immunization may be waived for transfer students or new students for 60 days from the date of admission.  A 2007 state law requires all 10th, 11th, and 12th grade students to have a current Tdap vaccination.  If this is not completed by the beginning of the school year, the student may not be allowed back into class until immunization documentation has been received.
Dispensing of Medication

St. Vrain Valley District RE-1J employees are not to dispense prescription or non-prescription medication without written consent from the parent and direction from a physician.  Before medication is administered, a permission for medication form MUST be on file in the school.  This form should be obtained from, and signed, by your physician when the medication is prescribed.  This form can also be obtained at the school office.  Students may not keep any medication in their possession or locker.
Other Important Information

Automobile Use/Parking

Students must complete an automobile parking request form and receive a SC Parking Permit.  Parking Permits are $5.00 and are non-refundable.  Silver Creek staff will report any automobile misuse to the Longmont Police Department.  Silver Creek administrators reserve the right to deny parking privileges for automobile misuse.  Silver Creek administrators also reserve the right to search a student’s vehicle when it is parked on the premises.  Automobiles without a SCHS Sticker may be ticketed and/or towed at the owner’s expense.

Bicycles, Roller Blades, Skate Boards, Scooters

Bicycles are to be parked and locked in the racks at school.  The school is not responsible for damage to or loss of a student's bicycle. Bicycles, roller blades, and skateboards are not to be ridden on school grounds, between 7:00 a.m. and 3:30 p.m., nor should there be more than one rider on a bike.  Skateboards and roller blades will be confiscated if they are used on school grounds in an inappropriate/unsafe manner.

Bus Transportation

Riding the school bus is a privilege.  Every bus driver will cover rules and regulations at the beginning of the year.  Bus drivers have the discretion to suspend and expel students from the bus.  For further information (schedules, problems, procedures, etc.), please contact Transportation at the district offices.

Conferences

Time is set-aside throughout the school year for the purpose of meeting with parents to discuss student progress.  However, teachers or parents may request appointments at any time.
Electronic Communication Devices

No electronic communication devices should be out or be used during class time.  If a student is using an electronic communication device during class, staff may confiscate the item and disciplinary actions may occur.
Extra/Co-Curricular Activities

Silver Creek offers a number of clubs and after school activities.  Sponsors will notify students through announcements concerning specific dates and requirements. 

Fees and Fines

Students are responsible for a number of items that are borrowed from the school.  If school property is damaged, lost, or stolen, the student is responsible for the item’s value.   School records (including transcripts, reports cards, and diplomas) will be withheld from a student until all fees, fines, textbooks, library books, and other classroom materials are returned or paid for.

Grades

Report cards will be given to the student at the end of semester 1 and semester 2 as long as the student does not have any outstanding fees or fines.   

Lockers

Lockers are the property of Silver Creek.  The school reserves the right to inspect lockers at any time.  Students will be assigned a locker, combination and locker partner.  Students should not switch lockers without seeking permission in the office.  Students who are on record in the office are responsible for damaged lockers, broken locks, or lockers in need of extensive cleaning due to such things as graffiti.   They also will be responsible for restoring the locker to its original condition or be charged a fee depending on the extent of the damage.  All personal items and books, when not in use, are to be kept in lockers.  Each student is responsible for maintenance and security of his/her locker.  Students may decorate the interior of lockers.  No permanent markers or inappropriate pictures are allowed.  Students are responsible for the safety of their own personal property.  The school cannot and will not guarantee the personal property of students. Students are cautioned not to bring large amounts of money, cameras, jewelry, and other expensive items to school, including leaving them in a locker.  Students may request a new locker assignment under extreme circumstances and at a counselor’s, or administrator’s discretion.  Students should never give their locker combination to another student.

Lost and Found

Each year students experience unnecessary losses of items due mainly to carelessness.  Please put names in or on jackets, sweaters, backpacks, calculators, books, and such easily misplaced items.  At the end of each semester, numerous items (many of them brand new) are given to charity.  Please check the lost and found in the office for misplaced items.

Lunchroom Policies/Procedures

· Walk at all times.

· Be courteous as you would in any restaurant or at home.
· Clean up when you leave.  This includes throwing your trash away, returning your tray and clearing the table where you sat.  This also includes keeping the patio area clean.

· Stay within the established lunch area boundaries when outside.

Federally subsidized lunches are available through application.  Please obtain a form through the main office at any time.  Students are not permitted to purchase foods from this account for other students.  They are also not to share student ID number so other students can buy lunch.
Permission to Leave Campus

Students must have written authorization to leave campus, whether it is for attending classes at CDC, concurrent classes, leaving during an open period, or leaving at lunch.  
Safety
Pursuant to Policy JLIF, JLIF-R*  “Electronic recording equipment may be used to monitor student behavior on school premises, District property, and on District vehicles for the purpose of promoting safety.”

Safety drills are required by law and are an important safety precaution.  It is essential for students to clear the building immediately and in an organized manner.  Activating any fire alarm falsely will result in severe school disciplinary action and/or filing of charges with proper authorities.  Tornado, evacuation, and lock down drills will also be practiced several times yearly.

Student safety is a paramount concern of the entire Silver Creek staff.  Silver Creek continues to implement a school wide safety plan.  

· Please follow posted signs in the parking lot and drive in designated areas only.

· All doors will remain locked during the day, except for the lobby.

· All visitors must sign in and wear a nametag.

· Please report any safety concerns to the Principal or an Assistant Principal.
· Ask your student to follow the school rules at all times.

· Please discuss the safety plan with your student. 

Silver Creek will conduct five types of drills:
1. Fire/Evacuation - Silver Creek will conduct this drill once a month.  The students and faculty evacuate the building to a designated spot outside.

2. Off-Site Evacuation - In the event of a significant emergency, students will not be allowed to return to the building.  Students and staff will transfer to an off-site facility.  Silver Creek has designated sites and will conduct this drill every three years.  Students will be transported to the Primary Site and returned to school.  In the event of an actual evacuation, the school will bring student records and begin contacting parents immediately.

3. Tornado Drill - Silver Creek will conduct this drill twice a year.  Students are evacuated from rooms with windows and sit against the wall in a designated spot.

4. Lockdown Drill - Silver Creek will conduct this drill twice a year.  Students will move to a spot in their classroom where they are out of sight from any window.  Teachers shut off the lights and secure the door.

5. Emergency Response – This drill is conducted twice a year. Students will remain in their class until the incident is resolved.

School Closings

In the event of severe inclement weather or mechanical break down, school may be closed or starting time delayed. The same condition may also necessitate early dismissal.  School closing, delayed starting time or early dismissal information can be found on the district website, www.stvrain.k12.co.us.  This information may also be announced over local radio and TV stations.  Reports in the morning will be between 6:00 A.M. and 7:00 A.M.  If no report is heard, it can be assumed that school will be in session.  Please do not call the office.       
Telephone

Students will not be called to the office to receive phone calls.  Messages from parents will be given to students prior to the 2:15 dismissal.  The school telephone is a business phone; therefore, student use is limited to business matters.  Students making long distance phone calls must charge the call to their home phone number.  We cannot accommodate large numbers of students calling home at dismissal time for instructions in what to do.  Students need to make prior arrangements with parents to stay for an after school activity.  

Traffic and Pedestrian Safety

Please use precaution when bringing children to school and picking them up after school.  Parents should discuss the most desirable routes to and from school with their children, along with other safety factors while walking to and from school and while waiting for or riding busses.

Visiting School

Parents are welcome and encouraged to visit the school, but we ask that prior arrangements are made first.  This will assure the parent visit is being made at an appropriate class time. A twenty-four hour notice is appreciated.  All visitors must sign in to the office and wear appropriate name badges.  

Students visiting from another district school will not be issued a visitor pass while their own school is in session.   
SCHS students may have student visitors shadow them under the following circumstances: 1) Administrator approval is required  2)  The student must be new to the school district 3) The student must live in or be moving to the Silver Creek attendance area 4)  The student must be planning  on attending Silver Creek the following year.  
Volunteers

Parent volunteers play an important role at Silver Creek.  There are a number of things parents can do to help: Office Aide, Health Aide, Mentoring, Tutoring, Classroom Assistance, etc...  These activities change and expand from year to year.  From time to time, parents may receive e-mails from the school asking for volunteer help.  Please contact the school receptionist for more information.

Weekly Update / Newsletter

The school’s receptionist e-mails school updates every week, usually on Fridays.  Please make sure the school has record of your current e-mail address.    The Silver Creek newsletter will be posted on the school website. Hard copies may also be picked up in the main office.  The newsletter will contain regular monthly items and a calendar with important dates.

Withdrawal from Silver Creek

A student must be released/withdrawn from Silver Creek before enrolling at another school.

When a student withdraws from Silver Creek, the following procedure must be followed.

· Pick up the required school withdrawal form from the Counseling Office

· Return textbooks and any other classroom materials.  Pay all outstanding fines and fees.

· Obtain necessary signatures; teachers, library, attendance, main office, administration and registrar.
· A copy of the withdrawal form will be made to take to the new school.  Official records are not sent until the student’s new school requests that Silver Creek’s registrar send them.
· If this procedure is not followed and the withdrawal form is not completed and returned, the student will not be officially withdrawn, and records will not be sent to the new school.

2. Math/AP/Honors night is Wednesday, January 21, 2009, from 6-8 p.m.  The Math Department will give a presentation about mathematic options at Silver Creek.  It will be informative for choosing math courses for the following school year.  Please attend.

3. Please complete the registration packet (refer to the registration checklist for required forms) before the following registration nights:

· Incoming Freshmen (Class 2013): Wednesday, February 4th, from 6:00 – 8:00.

· Incoming Seniors (Class 2010): Wednesday, February 11th,  from 6:00 – 8:00.

· Incoming Sophomores & Juniors (2012 & 2011): Wednesday, February 18th  from  6:00 – 8:00.    
4. Each student must complete the course registration form indicating the courses desired for the 2009-2010 school year.  (Parent/Guardian signature is required.  Many courses require teacher recommendations, applications and/or signatures).

5. SCHS will develop a master schedule of courses based upon registration requests.

If you enroll in a Division I college in 2008 or later and want to participate in athletics or receive an athletics scholarship, you must meet all NCAA requirements for 2005 – 2007 and completed two additional core courses (new total of 16) as shown below.

DIVISION II - 2005 and Later 

If you enroll in a Division II college in 2005 or later and want to participate in athletics or receive an athletic scholarship, you must meet the following academic standards:

· Complete the 14 core courses listed below;

· Present a 2.000 grade-point average in your core courses; and

· Achieve a combined SAT score of 820 or a sum sore of 68 on ACT.

14 Required Core Courses

· Three years of English.

· Two year of mathematics (algebra or higher level);

· Two year of natural or physical science (including one year of lab science if offered by your high school);

· Two extra years of English, mathematics or natural/physical science;

· Two years of social science; and

· Three years of extra core courses (from any category above, or foreign language, non-doctrinal religion or philosophy).

AP Spanish
Advanced Placement Courses are intensive, college-level courses and examinations offered in high school.  AP courses are weighted on a 5.0 scale and AP examinations are graded on a scale of 1 to 5, with 1 indicating “no recommendation” and 5 indicating “extremely well qualified.”  Students who earn satisfactory grades on AP exams may be granted credit by their college or university.  Students may also be eligible for AP Scholar awards.  

St. Vrain Valley School District

Academic Lettering Policy

St. Vrain Valley School District’s high schools award letters for academic achievement.  Students may qualify for an academic letter each semester.  To initially qualify for an academic letter:

1. A student must earn a 3.75 grade point average for the semester.

2. A student must be enrolled as a full-time student and be enrolled in a minimum of three core area classes (English, Mathematics, Social Studies, Science or World Language.

3. Courses taken on a pass/fail basis (student aiding, elementary assistants and work study will NOT be considered in the computation of academic lettering.

4. All Advanced Placement, International Baccalaureate and concurrent classes will be considered core area courses.

5. Credit toward an academic letter must be earned in the qualifying semester.  Credit and GPA may NOT be carried from one semester to the next.

Further qualifying semesters of academic achievement per the above guidelines will result in the award of an academic bar to be worn on the letter.

Registration Guidelines
The master schedule will be built from student requests.  Courses and multiple sections of courses will be offered only if sufficient numbers of students enroll. **   Therefore, please make your selections carefully.  Students will be selecting classes for the entire school year.

Prior to coming to a Registration Night please review the following: 

1. Review the high school graduation requirements.

2. Review the sample college admission criteria.

3. Review the four-year plans.

4. Review the course offerings.

5. Read the course descriptions.

6. If you are an athlete, it is your responsibility to know and understand the eligibility requirements.

7. Consult teachers, counselors and administrators for guidance.

8. Follow the instructions on your registration form.

9. Freshmen and Sophomore level students must be enrolled in 8.0 credits per year.

10. Junior and Senior level students must be enrolled in at least 6.0 credits per year.

**  There must be a reasonable number of students registered in order to warrant a class being held.  Should the class be dropped due to lack of numbers, every effort will be made to enroll the student in a similar class at Silver Creek or another educational institution.

Definition of Terms

Credit: Recognition that a student has fulfilled a requirement leading to high school graduation.  Silver Creek High School students must earn a minimum of 23.5 credits (Class 2010) and 24.5 credits (Class 2011, 2012, and 2013) in order to graduate.

0.5 Credit: One-half credit equals one semester (18 weeks) of successfully completed coursework.

Cumulative Grade Point Average: The average obtained by dividing the total number of grade points earned in high school by the total number of credits attempted.
Current Grade Point Average: The average obtained by dividing the total of the grade points earned during the current grading period by the total number of credits attempted during the current grading period.

Co-Valedictorians/Co-Salutatorians: Any student who graduates with a GPA above a 4.0 will be named co-valedictorian and be given the shared class rank of number 1 in the class.  Any student who graduates with a cumulative GPA of 4.0 will be named co-salutatorian and given the shared class rank of number 2 in class.  These students will be recognized as honor graduates. (Modified resource grades are not considered in determining valedictorian/salutatorian status.)

Withdrawal from Class

Once classes have begun for a semester, students can only withdraw from a class without penalty within specified times frames.
· A student has 10 school days to withdraw from a class without the class being recorded on the student’s transcript.  

· No schedules changes will be made in the last 6 weeks of a semester.  All schedules are final at that point.
· Students withdrawing from classes after the first 10 days and prior to the last 6 weeks of the semester, are subject to the teacher and/or administration’s discretion as to whether they receive a Withdraw Pass (WP) or a Withdraw Fail (WF).  The WP or WF will appear on the student’s transcript.
Schedule Changes

Schedules may be changed up to the first day of class.  Once the class has begun, no changes will be allowed.  The only exception will be when an error has occurred.

Be sure to follow the schedule change policy and use the schedule change form provided in the counseling office.

This is an integrated course that incorporates the standards for World Studies and English 9.  Students will be asked to engage in high-level critical thinking skills through the integration of historical and literary perspectives.  Both disciplines enhance one another as students explore events and literature from around the world and throughout history.  For instance, The Odyssey is read as an example of ancient Greek culture; study of the Russian revolution adds to students' understanding of Animal Farm.  Writing skills will be emphasized along with research and literary analysis.  Students will be assessed in written, oral, and visual formats. Students will be expected to complete all reading and writing assignments and participate in classroom activities.


	Student must also register for Integrated 10 United States History
*Student may apply for Honors Credits – See Teacher

This is an integrated course that incorporates the standards for U.S. History and English 10/Honors English 10.  Students wishing to receive honors credit will contract on an individual basis and complete assessments at an advanced level.  Students will be asked to engage in high-level critical thinking skills through an integration of historical and literary perspectives.   Units of study include, but are not limited to, the following:  an examination of American Journeys via Lewis and Clark’s Expedition and its connection to a modern day journey of Chris McCandless in Into the Wild; debates and essays centered on students’ First Amendment Rights and issues connected to Twain’s Adventures of Huckleberry Finn;  Socratic Seminars connecting the Grapes of Wrath, the legacy of the New Deal, and Hurricane Katrina; analysis of symbols in The Great Gatsby and applying understanding of symbols to modern day presidents; and writing letters from veterans with a concentration on lessons of the Vietnam War via the reading of A Separate Peace.  Student-centered discussions and lessons, performance based assessments, and critical high-level thinking skills are incorporated within this course.

	Students who receive credit for English 11 will be able to lend weight to their own opinions by effectively using the techniques of argumentation.  This course will primarily teach students the information and skills that are essential to fashioning a strong argument.  Part composition, part speech and part literature, this course will teach the methods used to clearly assert and defend a point of view. 	Teacher Recommendation Required

Students who receive credit for English 11 will be able to lend weight to their own opinions by effectively using advanced techniques of argumentation.  This course will primarily teach students the information and skills that are essential to fashioning a strong argument.  Part composition, part speech and part literature, this course will teach the methods used to clearly assert and defend a point of view.  Literature will be chosen wherever possible to tie in effectively with the 11th grade social studies course, which focuses mainly upon systems of government.  Selections may include, but will not be limited to:  The Crucible by Arthur Miller, The Catcher in the Rye by J.D. Salinger, 1984 by George Orwell, Frankenstein by Mary Shelley, Othello by William Shakespeare, and Kaffir Boy by Mark Mathabane.  In addition, students will read numerous speeches from such orators as Abraham Lincoln, Adolf Hitler, Frederick Douglass, and Martin Luther King, Jr.  The CP version of English 11 will also require a fair amount of non-fiction reading.  CP students may also be expected to present some of their written and oral arguments to audiences outside of school or at least outside of the class.

This is an integrated class that incorporates the proficiencies for both Government/Civics and English 11.  Students wishing to receive honors credit will contract on an individual basis.  Class activities include:  analyzing personal integrity and the United States justice system with Arthur Miller’s The Crucible, looking at   freedom and individual responsibility with J.D. Salinger’s Catcher in the Rye; examining issues of equality via Shelley’s Frankenstein, comparative political systems using 1984, persuading our government leaders to follow your advice when it comes to our country’s involvement overseas; spotting liberal and conservative bias in the media; using technology to research and create an informative website.  Numerous guests from our community share their expertise in class on topics ranging from leadership and student rights to elections and community problems.  Student assessment will be determined by products such as essays, research papers, debates, scored discussions, Socratic seminars, active participation in a mock congress and trial, and creating an issue website. 
	This course is designed for college-bound seniors who desire an intense literature and writing class as preparation for English in college, but who do not with to take the AP test. Its intent is to provide for highly motivated seniors, who have achieved above-average proficiency in literary analysis and written composition, a course requiring the blending of these skills. The course includes American and world literature. Writing assignments are based on essays, novels, short stories, poetry, and plays from various periods. A research paper based upon an author, a work, or a literary period will be required so that students learn skills necessary to produce a paper observing techniques of MLA documentation.  Development of vocabulary and reasoning skills will be emphasized throughout the program. This is a one-semester class.  AP Language & Composition provides a challenging environment for the advanced student who strives to go beyond competence to mastery.  The focus of the course is rhetorical analysis: how authors construct meaning.  Students will apply critical reading skills to literature and non-fiction prose across the disciplines—sciences as well as the arts.  In general, readings are non-fiction and traditional literature.  Students will apply their understanding through mostly analytical and persuasive writing.  This course prepares student for the English Language and Composition AP Exam, administered in the spring. 


	Application required and/or teacher recommendation.

The intent of this class is to provide students with a college-level course that places upon them performance and attitudinal demands that far exceed those found in general high school courses and to prepare them, should they so choose, for successful competitive achievement on the national A.P. Composition and Literature examination administered in May.  Designed for a limited number of highly motivated students, the course includes the close analysis of selected works of literary excellence and the writing of academically sophisticated essays demonstrating an understanding of various literary elements. Students will study short stories, novels, plays, poems, essays and the literary criticism from the time of ancient Greece to the present day. They will also be expected to read extensively outside of class, participate knowledgeably in class discussions, take lecture and discussion notes effectively, write overnight responses to assigned readings, write out-of-class essays on assigned topics, participate in group presentations, take tests and timed writings in class, and complete independent study when required.

Evidence of superior scholarship, teacher recommendation, and permission of A.P. English teacher.  Students wishing to apply must complete the application process by the official deadline, which will be announced during the registration period. See AP teacher for more information.  This course is designed for seniors who have already attained the reading, writing, and analysis skills generally expected in introductory college English courses.

An emphasis is placed upon applying biology to everyday life.

	Earth Systems Science (ESS) is a freshmen or sophomore level science course that explores the interactions of the various “spheres” of Earth (atmosphere, hydrosphere, geosphere, exosphere) as a dynamic, evolving system.    This course illustrates the relevance and impact of science in society, while engaging students in the mastery of basic biology, physics and chemistry concepts that will prepare them for higher level science courses.

Students will examine the basic laws that govern energy / resources and uses. 	Chemistry in the Community is intended for students who plan to pursue  careers in a field other than science. This lab-based course features activities that give students practice in applying their knowledge of chemistry to real life situations. Students will study environmental chemistry, material science and organic chemistry.   Key Scientific principles are introduced through laboratory based experiments. This course requires less extensive math skills than college prep chemistry and advanced placement chemistry. The emphasis is of this course is on the practical applications of chemistry rather than mathematical problem solving.


	In the first term, students will study the following topics:  matter, change and energy, scientific measurements, problem solving, atomic structure, chemical names and formulas, chemical quantities, chemical reactions, and stoichiometry.  In the second term, students will study the following topics:  The states of matter, behavior of gases, electrons in atoms, chemical periodicity, ionic bonds, covalent bonds, water and aqueous systems, properties of solutions, reaction rates and equilibrium, acids/bases and their neutralization, and salts.  The use of a handheld scientific calculator is required.  The student will apply higher level thinking skills and problem solving in the laboratory and class work.

AP Chemistry is designed to be the equivalent of the general first year chemistry course usually taken during the first college year.  For some students, this course enables them to undertake, as college freshmen, second-year work in the chemistry sequence at their institution or to register in courses in other fields where general chemistry is a prerequisite.  For other students, the AP Chemistry course fulfills the laboratory science requirement and allows time for other courses.  AP Chemistry meets the objectives of a good general chemistry course.  Students in such a course should attain a depth of understanding of fundamentals and a reasonable competence in dealing with chemical problems.  The course should contribute to the development of the student’s abilities to think clearly and to express their ideas, orally and in writing, with clarity and logic.  The college course in general chemistry differs qualitatively from the usual high school chemistry course with respect to the topics covered, the emphasis on chemical calculations and the mathematical formulation of principles, and the kind of laboratory work done by students.  Quantitative differences appear in the number of topics treated, the time spent on the course by students, and the nature and variety of experiments done in the laboratory.
	Honors Biology; Chemistry-CP/AP Chem; Instructor approval.

Application Required.

AP Biology is designed to be the equivalent of a college introductory biology course.  Students in AP Biology will cover topics and concepts in three main areas of molecular and cell biology, heredity and evolution, organisms and populations.  Students will develop an understanding of concepts rather than memorizing terms and technical details.  Essential to this conceptual understanding are the following:  a grasp of science as a process rather than as an accumulation of facts; personal experience in scientific inquiry; recognition of unifying themes that integrate the major topics of biology and application of biological knowledge and critical thinking to environmental and social concerns.  At the completion of the course, students will take the AP exam administered in the spring.  Some students, as college freshmen, are permitted to undertake upper-level courses in biology or to register for courses for which biology is a prerequisite.

This seminar complies with the College Entrance Examination Board guidelines and is the equivalent of an introductory-level college course in political science (International Studies). The course concentrates on comparisons of concrete systems of government, including Great Britain, France, USSR-Russia, China, Mexico, Nigeria, and Iran; Germany, Japan, and Canada are optional areas that may be studied. The course is conducted as a student centered seminar involving a high degree of student involvement. Lesson formats include individual study, teacher lectures, student and teacher led discussions, and both formal and informal seminars. A variety of supplementary readings to the text will be required. Lessons and assignments designed to develop analytical writing skills emphasize; logical development, substantiation of arguments, detection of logical fallacies, and comparative, as opposed to parallel approaches. This course also engages in a model United Nations simulation.

Most courses at CDC are one block in length, and meet every day.  CDC Business Careers classes meet on alternating days (Day A or Day B).  Advanced Auto Tech classes are two periods long in the afternoon.

TRANSPORTATION

PREVIEW AVAILABLE
CDC courses can be very challenging. Some materials used in CDC classes are chosen because they are used in industry. Students who do not read at grade level or who can not do math at grade level may consider visiting the class or previewing the course textbook to make sure they will be successful completing each course. All materials can be previewed by applicants prior to enrollment.  
TUITION

There is no tuition charged for students who attend one of the St. Vrain Valley School District high schools, who have not completed credit for a high school diploma, and who are under the age of twenty-one.  Students attending private schools, home schools and out-of-district schools will also be admitted on a space available basis. Students who do not attend a home high school or who attend school outside SVVSD may or may not be required to pay tuition.   Credits and grades earned at CDC are part of the student's home high school record and transcript.  CDC credits apply towards graduation requirements and preparation for advanced schooling.  ALL PROGRAMS WELCOME AND ENCOURAGE STUDENTS OF BOTH SEXES TO APPLY.
ENGLISH CREDIT  

Due to budget cuts and low enrollment history, English credit will not be offered at CDC during the 2009-10 school year.

COLORADO COMMUNITY COLLEGE CREDIT. In selected CDC programs, students may earn credits which may be applied to related Associate of Applied Science degrees at Colorado Community Colleges.  Course descriptions specify which CDC courses may articulate.

AGRI-SCIENCE AND TECHNOLOGY

The Agri-science and Technology  program offers 4 years of instruction to students interested in agriculture and animal studies.  Agriculture and Advanced Agriculture will introduce students to Animal Science, Plant Science and Agriculture Mechanics and Agricultural Business. Animal Science is a more specific course focused on the biology behind animal agriculture. Agricultural Business will cover all basic aspects of a career in business. All Agri-Science and Technology courses have FFA incorporated into the curriculum as well as a Supervised Agricultural Experience Project.

COSMETOLOGY

Cosmetology prepares students to license as a hairstylist or nail technician.  The hairstyling program is 4 semesters, and teaches hair cutting, hair styling, chemical waving and straightening, coloring, sanitation and marketing.  The manicuring program is 2 semesters and teaches manicures, pedicures, application of artificial nails, sanitation and marketing.  Both programs cover confidence and expertise with hands-on experience using live models and clients, respect for chemicals and the effect and treatment if they are misused, communication skills, customer relationships through stressing techniques for gaining client input and satisfaction, pride in workmanship, desirable work habits, attitudes and personal professional ethics, and desirable business ethics, including appropriate employer-employee relations.

The CDC Cosmetology program offers classes through Longs Peak Academy in Longmont.  Students must apply at CDC in the February and complete an interview process to be accepted into the program for their senior year.

Students learn the entry level skills that are essential to the care and education of young children combined with the academic skills that are basic in all careers and continuing education.

Content includes the study of child development, guidance and discipline, developing and writing lesson plans, and understanding curriculum.  Students who achieve an A or a B are eligible to earn 6 hours of community college credit as well as high school elective credit.  FCCLA (Family, Career and Community Leaders of America) activities are integrated into the Early Childhood Program.

Upon completion of a 2-year program (being proficient in the competencies), the student receives an Engineering Technician Certificate in a particular career path. Students can enter directly into an Engineering Technician career or the military, or may continue specialized technical training at a community college, a technical institute, or continue education at a university.   All classes are self-paced, independent study, offered at all four class periods.

This class is divided into two career pathways: Computer Aided Design & Drafting (AutoCAD) and Manufacturing & Machining (MasterCam).  All students will be required to create a resume and cover letter.  Students will choose one of the following:

Design.  Students learn the basic skills of AutoCAD software.  This class is designed for those who are planning a career in either architecture or engineering; however, many other careers also use these skills.

COMMUNITY COLLEGE CREDIT:  Credit may be awarded for Computer Aided Drafting I, CAD101
Machining.  Students learn the industry standard software for CNC machining, MasterCam and Autodesk Inventor 2.  This class is designed for those who are planning a career in CNC machining and manual machining. 
COMMUNITY COLLEGE CREDIT:  Credit may be awarded for Introduction to Machine Shop, MAC 101.
ENGINEERING TECHNOLOGY 2

Engineering Technology 2 is divided into two pathways.  Students choose Advanced Computer Aided Design& Drafting (Architectural Desktop or Inventor) or Advanced Manufacturing and Machining (MasterCam).  All students will update the resume and cover letter they generated in Engineering Tech 1.

Architectural Design.  This class is designed for those who are planning a career in architecture.  Students learn advanced features of AutoCad and Autodesk Revit.  In addition, students will complete an entire set of plans for a residential home.  They will also create a model of the house using mat board, paint, and glue.  Most of the pieces will be cut with a laser.  Students will be assigned up to 7 on-the-job placements, each for a 2 day period.  Examples are working in an architectural office or working with a surveyor. 

COMMUNITY COLLEGE CREDIT:  Credit may be awarded for Computer Aided Drafting 2, CAD 102; and Basic 3D CAD,  CAD 123.

Mechanical Design.  This class is designed for those who are planning a career in mechanical engineering.  Students learn advanced features of Autodesk Inventor and Solidworks.  The major assignment of the course will be to draw all the parts for a go-kart.  Students will be assigned up to 7 on-the-job placements, each for a 2 day period.  Examples are: working in an engineering office or working in a machine shop.

COMMUNITY COLLEGE CREDIT:  Credit may be awarded for Mechanical Drawing 1, ENT 131.

Machining.  This class is designed for those who are planning a career in CNC machining and manual machining.  Students will learn advanced features of MasterCam and G&M machine code. They will also complete advanced assignments using the manual mill and lathe. In addition, students will be assigned up to 7 on-the-job placements, each for a 2 day period.

This class is for the student who has learned how to take responsibility for his/her own technology career pathway, and is interested in an in-depth, further specialized technical career pathway.  Students individually choose an area of interest and skill that they can further explore.

Dental Aide 

The Dental Assisting program prepares students for immediate employment as a dental assistant. Dental terminology, anotomy, radiography, chair side assisting, dental materials, laboratory procedures, and oral health management are included. The program provides background for students considering dentistry or dental hygiene as a career.
DENTAL ASSISTING

Students must be at least 16 and a junior.  Both Dental Assisting 1 and Dental Assisting 2 are required to complete the program.  Students are encouraged to take both sections 1 and 2 in one year.  However, students may take Section 1 the first year and Section 2 the second year to complete the program in two years.  Each section is one year long.

There is a laboratory hands-on day one day a week.

COMMUNITY COLLEGE CREDIT:  Credit may be awarded for Introduction to Dental Practices, DEA 120; Dental Radiography, DEA 125; and Infection Control, DEA 126.

Students must be 16 years of age and have completed or going to complete the Dental Assisting 1 (Basic) course. This is a hands-on course designed to instruct the student in the treatment rooms and laboratory on all aspects of the dental assistant’s duties on the job. The course fulfills the radiology and infection control requirements of the Colorado State Dental Practice Act. The students are able to apply for a dental assisting job after completion of the course.

Health Careers/Med-Prep

The Med Prep program offers students an opportunity to investigate many different health occupations and provides some of the core knowledge and basic entry-level skills that can be used in different fields. The curriculum includes anatomy and physiology, with various related clinical and lab skills, communication, and job seeking skills. Students have some clinical experience in the community.

The emphasis is on health care.  Students will be certified in CPR and Standard First Aid.  Med Prep may involve a clinical experience.  Clinicals are designed to promote a further understanding of the student’s health care interest.  Flexibility is important because clinicals may be outside of class time, and proof of immunization is required.

These individuals, often called first responders, include but are not limited to firefighters, law enforcement personnel, lifeguards, ski patrollers, emergency response teams, and athletic trainers. The course features lecture, discussion, decision-making activities, skill practice and video demonstration. Emergency Response is consistent with the U.S. Department of Transportation first responder curriculum.  Many hands-on skills are included.

Testing for tuberculosis and a criminal background check are required before clinicals.

Documentation of lawful presence in the US is required to complete the background check.

COMMUNITY COLLEGE CREDIT:  Credit may be awarded for Certified Nurse Aide Health Care Skills, NUA 101; Nurse Assistant Clinical Experience, NUA 170;  and Nurse Aide Clinical Practice with  the elderly, NUA 172.  

This class is for mature students interested in caring for others.  Students are prepared to take the written and skills exams for Colorado State Board of Nursing Nurse Aide certification.  Course includes basic theory and skills needed for working as a Nursing Assistant in a long-term care facility, home health care agency or a hospital.  Also included in the course is certification in CPR.  Time outside of class will be required for clinical experience.  Many Registered Nursing programs are requiring a Nursing Assistant course as a prerequisite.

Students will use PIPE curriculum to develop and strengthen the emotional bonds between parent and child. This will be demonstrated through the practice of daily routines such as feeding, changing and supervised developmental play. This course is an exploration of relationships, parenting techniques and life skills as they relate to teen moms and dads. Guest speakers, field trips, videos and main and supportive text will be used to research these areas of study. Students will practice such skills as organization, time management and leadership. Each student will perform tasks such as nursery care, lunch duty and facility maintenance as it pertains to child rearing. Throughout this class each student will use an 4 year academic plans based on transcripts required for program entrance. Small classes and low student teacher ratios are designed to provide a highly supportive environment from pregnancy and continuing through postpartum periods. One on one and group tutoring services encourage learners not only to maintain but exceed traditional credits earned per year, moving students closer to graduation goals.

Teen Parenting is open to pregnant students in 9th -12th grades or to students in those  grades whose babies are less than 6 months old. Students interested in the program should call the coordinator at 720-494-3965 for an interview appointment. Students are required to provide transcripts from their previous school and must transition back into a high school for graduation. The program is one school-year in length, and no new students are accepted after the first week of the second semester.

AUTOMOTIVE COLLISION REPAIR  PROGRAM 

This is a one semester, one and/or two-year certificate program in which students learn state-of-the-art auto body repair technologies such as detailing, damage repair, paint refinishing, shop management skills and customer service.  

V01  Collision Repair 1 (3.0 credits-2 semesters)

This course provides overview and instruction in the use of air, electric, and hydraulic tools and equipment; paint spray equipment and techniques; parts alignment and replacement; frame repair, detailing, and shop management.  Students learn basic skills and techniques in welding, structural and non-structural repair, plastic and adhesive repairs and prep for refinishing.  

V02  Collision Repair 2 (3.0 credits-2 semesters)

Advanced instruction in the use of air, electric, and hydraulic tools and equipment; paint spray equipment and techniques; parts alignment and replacement; and frame repair. Students learn advanced skills and techniques in welding, structural and non-structural and major-damage repair, plastic repair, and refinishing. Students continue studies and practice in shop management skills, customer service and repair cost estimating, specialize in a specific area of interest.  Prerequisite: V01.

VO3  Automotive Detailing  (1.5 credits-1 semester)

This one semester course focuses on the detailing aspects of the automotive paint refinishing process. Students will be required to repair, if necessary, paint finishes, clean all dirt and debris from vehicle interior and engine bay, and polish and buff exterior of vehicle, completing the customer service component of the course.  Transfers and tape methods with decals, etc. are demonstrated.  Methods and techniques are specialized to enhance painting skills.

AUTOMOTIVE TECHNOLOGY PROGRAM

VO4  Motor Sport Repair and Maintenance   (1.5 credits-1 semester)

This is a beginning class specifically related to motorsport technology.  Students will understand and demonstrate basic skills in the maintenance and upkeep of motor sport vehicles, focusing on racing systems, engine systems, suspension, driveline systems, brakes systems, chassis design, engine repair and rebuild.

COMPUTER INFORMATION SYSTEMS    

The Boulder Tech CIS Department offers one semester, one and /or two year certifications in computer applications, including Microsoft certifications.

V56  Computer Forensics (1.5 credits each semester)

Instruction to current networking applications, security and forensics, other networking and trouble shooting techniques, basic computer repair and criminology link with content.  Students will develop skills to assist in legal proceedings involving recovering evidence using various software methods and extensive hands on applications.

V61  Computer Information Systems 1 (1.5 credits-1 semester)

Introduction to microcomputer applications, minor computer set ups and installations, the internet, web pages, and operating systems. Students may take Microsoft exams for applications certifications.  Students with computer experience may test-out of the introductory series and obtain advanced placement in the CIS department.  

V63  Game Design and Software Production  (1.5 – 3.0 credits, 1 or 2 semesters)

Instruction in the processes and tools necessary to build gaming software.  Students will design, implement and test computer games using software that allows for basic game creation using a variety of game creation tools.  Two part course focusing on flash games and console games for the Xbox 360.

GREENHOUSE/LANDSCAPE MANAGEMENT PROGRAM 

This is a one and/or two-year certificate program in which students learn the basics of landscape development, maintenance and management, plant and soil care, and nursery and greenhouse management.  

V07  Landscape Management 1 (3.0 credits)

Course focuses on small engines, equipment safety and usage, and landscape management.  Students gain knowledge in turf and grass management and maintenance, plant identification, soils, small and large equipment operations, irrigation parts and installation, and landscape design.  

V08  Landscape Management 2 (3.0 credits)

Advanced instruction in landscape irrigation field practices, landscape drafting and design, landscape construction with grading and drainage concepts, and operation of small and large equipment such as tractor, skid steer, and reel master usage.  Students will participate in the design and installation of planting beds, walls, and walkways. Prerequisite: V07. 
HEALTH OCCUPATIONS PROGRAM 

Offers a one semester certificate program in Veterinary Assistant or Pet Grooming.  Students learn the basics of assisting in the health care field through classroom instruction and practice and work in clinical setting. 

V72  Veterinary Assistant (1.5 credits-1 semester) 

This one semester course presents basic knowledge and procedures related to veterinary aide skills including examination and care of animals in a veterinary clinic or animal shelter.  Skills taught include caring for animals before and after surgery, assisting with exams and treatments, holding and restraining animals during treatment, sterilizing surgical and other instruments and clinic sanitation.  Coursework also covers safety, grooming, nutrition, vital signs and other related veterinary aide tasks.  Students may intern or work at various instructor-approved veterinary environments.  

V73 Pet Grooming (1.5 credits-1 semester)

This one semester course teaches essential skills including holding and restraining animals, cleansing of ears, teeth and eyes, brushing and bathing of most companion pets, and specific hair cuts for particular breeds.  Coursework also covers customer service, business telephone etiquette, reception skills, knowledge of temperament of different breeds, and care of house pets, such as dogs, cats, ferrets, and birds. 

MULTIMEDIA TECHNOLOGY PROGRAM 

V55  3D Animation with Game Design  (1.5 credits-1 semester)

This course introduces 3D modeling and animation using high-end animation software with an emphasis on 3D game design.  Students will receive instruction in the tools necessary to build 3D models of various types and animations for gaming applications.  Students will also receive exposure to high-end movie editing software for creation of short animation files for games.  Course is designed for students with background in game design or who have exposure to animation software packages.  Prerequisite:  V37, V38, V63 or instructor permission.
